The calligraphy competition includes both hard and soft pens and is divided into
Primary(Y1~8), Secondary(Y9~13) and Tertiary groups according to the age of the
participants, which are subdivided into native and non-native speakers, with a total of
12 groups, each with first, second, third and merit prizes.
